Remember Now Your Creator

Remember now your Creator in the days of your youth, before the difficult days come, and the years draw near when you say, “I have no pleasure in them”; while the sun and the light, the moon and the stars, are not darkened, and the clouds do not return after the rain.  Ecclesiastes 12:1,2

In the beginning God created the heavens and the earth.  Genesis 1:1

200 years ago a number of people were born who would go on to great prominence. Two in particular were born on the same day in February – February 12, 1809 -  Abraham Lincoln and Charles Darwin.

In the 200th year after the birth of Charles Darwin – and in the 150th year of the publishing of The Origin of Species:

10 Reasons the Bible teaches Creation (leaving no room for evolution):

1. It is the clear – LITERAL! – teaching of Genesis 1.

2. It is affirmed in Exodus 20 in the context of the Ten Commandments.

3. Numbered days in the Hebrew ALWAYS mean literal days – ‘yom’.
4. ‘Evening and morning’ ALWAYS mean literal 24-hour days.

5. If the days of Genesis weren’t 24-hour periods, you’d have plants. formed millions (billions?) of years before the sun – day 3, day 4.

6. After their kind … means what it says. There are strict limits on variation.

7. Nearly every book of the Bible refers to God as ‘Creator’ and this world as ‘creation’.  Example:  Revelation 4:11.

8. There was no death before sin and sin entered the world through Adam.  See Romans 5:12.

9. Jesus said it would be difficult to believe His words if we didn’t believe the record of Moses – which includes Genesis.  John 5:47.

10. Jesus(!) believed in creation/Adam & Eve/a young earth/Noah’s flood, etc.  See Matthew 19:4 … Matthew 24:37.

Remember, God was a ‘Witness at creation’ (and much more)!

Besides all these Biblical reasons, we have the testimony of the fossil record, the laws of mathematics/probability and the laws of science.
