‘Fundamentals of Christianity’   Lk 19:1-10

2Timothy 4:3-4, “For the time will come when men will not put up with sound 

doctrine. Instead, to suit their own desires, they will gather around them a great 

number of teachers to say what their itching ears want to hear. They will turn 

their ears away from the truth and turn aside to myths.”

Precepts of Fundamental Christianity (In light of Zacchaeus response to Jesus) 

1. The ongoing desire to be reconciled to God.  Vs. 6 “so he came down at once and 

    welcomed him gladly”

· 1John 1:6 “If we claim to have fellowship with him yet walk in the darkness, 

we lie and do not live by the truth”

The Christian’s walk now testifies to the new life in Christ. 

· 1John 1:7 “But if we walk in the light, as he is in the light, we have fellowship 

with one another, and the blood of Jesus, his Son, purifies us from all sin.”

 2. The ongoing desire to be repentant before God.  Vs. 7 “Look Lord! Here and now I 

     give half my possessions to the poor…” 

· 2Cor 4:2 “we have renounced secret and shameful ways; we do not use deception, 

nor do we distort the word of God…”

· 1John 1:8 “If we claim to be without sin, we deceive ourselves and the truth is 
not in us.”  

The Christian’s words now testify to the new life in Christ.

· 1John 1:9 “If we confess our sins, He is faithful and just and will forgive us our 

sins and purify us from all unrighteousness”

3.   The ongoing desire to live restored before God.  Vs. 8 “if I have cheated anybody out 

      of anything, I will pay back four times the amount.”

· 1John 1:10 “If we claim we have not sinned, we make him out to be a liar and his 
word has no place in our lives.” 

The Christian’s works now testify to this new life in Christ.

· Not only has the power of sin been broken, the ‘burden’ to obey His word been 

broken as well. 1John 5:3
· 1John 2:3 We know that we have come to know him if we obey his commands.
