Isaiah 65:22 “For as the days of a tree, so will be the days of my people; my 

chosen ones will long enjoy the works of their hands.”
Genesis 1:26-27 “let us make man in our own image…so God created man in his 

own image, in the image of God he created him; male and female he created them.’
The Necessities of Reflecting the Glory of God:

1. Vs. 1: Vigilant in rejecting sin: 

· Wicked:  Romans 1:28 “a depraved mind” 

· Sinners: 2Cor. 4:4  “cannot see the light of the gospel…of Christ”
· Mockers: Proverbs 14:9 “fools mock at making amends for sin”

2.  Vs. 2: A love of the Word of God.  “his delight is in the law of the Lord”

· Psalm 119:140 “your promises have been thoroughly tested and your 

servant loves them”

3. Vs. 2: A daily diet of the Word of God.  “meditates day and night” 

·  Psalm 119:54 “Your decrees are the theme of my song wherever I lodge.”
The Testimony of the Deep Rooted Life:  Vs. 3-6: 

1. Immovable, unshakable and well grounded life. “like a tree planted”

· Isaiah 65:22 “For as the days of a tree, so will be the days of my people; my chosen ones will long enjoy the works of their hands.”
2. Consistently bears the fruit of a righteous life. “yields its fruit in season”

· John 15:16 “You did not choose me, but I chose you and appointed you to go 

and bear fruit – fruit that will last.”  Our design: to produce fruit! 

3. Bears witness to the marks of a vibrant and healthy life.  “leaf does not wither” 

· Prov 11:28 “Whoever trusts in his riches will fall, but the righteous will thrive like a green leaf.”
4. A commissioned life of prosperous good works. “whatever he does prospers”

· Joshua 1:8 “Do not let this Book of the Law depart from your mouth; meditate 
on it day and night, so that you may be careful to do everything written in it. 
Then you will be prosperous and successful.”
5. A life that is kept by God.   “the Lord watches over the way of the righteous” 

· Ps 121:7-8; “the Lord will keep you from all harm – he will watch over your life; the Lord will watch over your coming and going both now and forevermore.”

· Are you rooted in Christ and His Word?  
John 15:5 “I am the vine; you are the branches. If a man remains in me and I in him, 

he will bear much fruit; apart from me you can do nothing.”
