A World Changing Woman:

1. Teach your children to know God; Vs. 4 “Hear, O Israel: The Lord our God, the 
    Lord is one.”   

· Isaiah 46:9 “I am God and there is no other. I am God and there is none like me” 

· Jeremiah 24:7 “I will give them a heart to know me that I am the Lord…”

· A child’s knowledge of God gives birth to a child’s character.

2. Teach your children to love God. Vs. 5 “Love the Lord your God with all your heart 
    and with all your soul and with all your strength.”
· 1John 5:3 “This is love for God to obey his commands…”

· A child’s character gives birth to a child’s conviction.  

3. Teach your children God’s truths; Vs. 7 “Impress them on your children. Talk about 
    them when you sit at home and when you walk along the road…”
· To impress them is to teach them to walk and live by his truths. 1John 1:7 

· A child’s conviction gives birth to a child’s courage. Joshua 1:9 
4. Make yourself – mark yourself as God’s.  Vs. 8-9 “Tie them as symbols on your hands 
    and bind them on your foreheads. Write them on the doorframes of your houses…” 
· Joshua 24:15 “But as for me and my household, we will serve the Lord.”  

· Is your life imitable? 1Cor 11:1 

· A child’s courage gives birth to a child’s commitment to follow God.

5. Recite often the good ways of God.  Vs. 10-12 “When the Lord your God brings you 
    into the land he swore to your fathers…be careful that you do not forget the Lord”  
· Tell the old, old story of God’s faithfulness – “Divine Providence” 
· Teach your kids to always look to God for deliverance.  Ps 20:6-8
