“The Price of Obedience”   Luke 9:57-62     

Matthew 28:19-20 “Therefore go and make disciples of all nations, baptizing them in the 
name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit, and teaching them to obey every- 

thing I have commanded you. And surely I am with you always, to the very end of the age.”

Numbers 14:9 “Only do not rebel against the Lord”

2 questions the great commission invokes:

1. Do I really believe the Gospel of Jesus Christ to be the most important issue in life? 

2. Am I absolutely committed to its advancement?

Luke 6:46 “Why do you call me ‘Lord, Lord,’ and do not do what I say?”

What Does it Cost to Follow Jesus:

Vs. 57-58, “foxes have holes…birds of the air have nests…” 

1. Everything you own:  

· Matthew 16:26 “What good will it be for a man if he gains the whole world, yet 
forfeits his soul? Or what can a man give in exchange for his soul?”
· Acute awareness of stewardship vs. ownership: Psalm 24:1 “The earth is the Lord’s 

and everything in it”
· Matthew 13:22 “The one who received the seed that fell among the thorns is the 
man who hears the word, but the worries of this life and the deceitfulness of wealth 
choke it, making it unfruitful.”
Vs. 59-60, “Lord, first let me go bury my father…” 

2. Everything you have: 

· 2Corinthians 12:15 “I will very glad spend everything I have and expend myself as well”

· A single scope – focus for my life: Acts 20:24 “However, I consider my life worth nothing to me, if only I may finish the race and complete the task the Lord Jesus 
has given me – the task of testifying to the gospel of God's grace.”

Vs. 61-62, “but first let me go back and say good-bye to my family.”

3. Everyone you know:  

· Deuteronomy 13:6-8; If your very own brother, or your son or daughter, or the wife you love, or your closest friend secretly entices you, saying, “Let us go and worship other gods…do not yield to him or listen to him. Show him no pity…” 
· Matthew 10:34-38, Christ must be the dividing line in every relationship. 
The price of obedience is steep but the cost of disobedience is far greater.

Vs. 62:  “Jesus replied, "No one who puts his hand to the plow and looks back is fit for service 
   in the kingdom of God.”
