A Stimulus for Your Finances   2Cor 9:6-11

Mathew 6:24 “No one can serve two masters. Either he will hate the one and love the other, or 

he will be devoted to the one and despise the other. You cannot serve both God and Money.” 

· No other conclusion: Money is a deeply spiritual issue; 

Steps to Securing God’s Financial Stimulus 

Vs. 6: “Remember this: Whoever sows sparingly…and whoever sows generously”
1. God allows us to operate under the law of free will.  

· Genesis 2:16-17 “You are free to eat from any tree in the garden; but you must 
not eat from the tree of the knowledge of good and evil…” 

Truth: God allows me the freedom to handle finances as I choose. 

Vs. 6 “Whoever sows sparingly will also reap sparingly…sows generously will reap generously”
2.  God operates under the law of cause and effect. 

· Galatians 6:7 “Do not be deceived: God cannot be mocked. A man reaps what he sows”

Truth: How I handle my finances can only bring about cause and effect results. 

Vs. 7 “Each man should give what he has decided in his heart to give, not reluctantly or under 

           compulsion, for God loves a cheerful giver.”

3. Handling finances is always, a heart issue with God and a devotion issue to God. 

· Matthew 6:21 “where your treasure is, there your heart will be also”

· Matthew 6:24 “he will be devoted to the one and despise the other”  

Truth: How I handle my finances does affect my heart and devotion to God.

Vs. 8-10 “And God is able to make all grace abound to you…will also supply and increase 

                your store of seed and will enlarge the harvest of your righteousness.”

4.  Handling finances God’s way releases God’s grace (blessing) over my life.

· Malachi 3:10 “Test me in this…and see if I will not throw open the floodgates of 

heaven and pour out so much blessing that you will not have room enough for it.”

 Truth: God’s blessing is physical (practical) emotional (peaceful) and spiritual (powerful).   

Vs. 11 “You will be made rich in every way so that you can be generous on every occasion, 

             and through us your generosity will result in thanksgiving to God.”
5. Tithing is God’s prescribed way to handle my finances. 

· Malachi 3:10 “Bring the whole tithe into the storehouse…”

· 2Corinthians 8:7 “see that you also excel in this grace of giving”
Truth: I experience God’s blessings in direct proportion to how well I excel in giving to God.

Sowing godly financial seeds will only bring a reaping of godly blessings – spiritual, 
emotional and financial.
