“I Have Seen the Lord!” John 20:10-18

John 20:18 Mary Magdalene went to the disciples with the news: "I have seen the Lord!" 

 

Theory #1: Jesus Christ is not the Son of God. 

  •   He said He was God. John 10:27-30 “I and the Father are one.”
What is the best test of Jesus’ claim?  Fulfill all the prophecies of the Messiah.  

  -   Psalm 22:16, He would die by crucifixion. (John19:18)

  -   Micah 5:2, He would be born in Bethlehem. (Matthew 2:1)

  -   Daniel 7:13-14, He would be a world figure, called the Son of Man. (Luke 21:27)

  -   Isaiah 53:12, He would die with criminals. (Mark 15:27)

  -   Zechariah 11:12-13, He would be betrayed for 30 silver coins. (Matthew 26:15)

  -   Isaiah 7:14, He would be born of a virgin. (John 1:20) 

  -   Psalm 22:18, His executioners would gamble for his garments. (John 19:24) 

  -   Psalm 34:20, Not 1 of his bones would be broken. (John 19:30-32) 

The odds: 8 prophecies (of 106) fulfilled by one man, 1 in 100,000,000,000,000,000 

  •   Dr. Peter Stoner: “Any man who rejects Christ as the Son of God is rejecting a
fact, proved perhaps more absolutely than any other fact in the world.”     

Conclusion: the greatest lie is to deny Jesus as the Son of God. 
  •   1John 5:10 “Anyone who does not believe God has made him out to be a liar, 

Because he has not believed the testimony God has given about his Son.” 

 

Theory #2: Jesus Christ is demon possessed or crazy. 

  •   Matthew 12:26-28 “Every kingdom divided against itself will be ruined…If Satan
drives out Satan, he is divided against himself…But if I drive out demons by 

the Spirit of God, then the kingdom of God has come upon you.”

Conclusion: only Jesus Christ could perform the miracles to testify to his authenticity.

  •   John 10:24-26 “If you are the Christ, tell us plainly.” Jesus answered, “I did
tell you, but you do not believe. The miracles I do in my Father's name speak

for me, but you do not believe because you are not my sheep.”

 

Theory #3: Jesus Christ is Lord.
  •   Matthew 3:17, 17:5, Mark 1:11, Luke 3:22, God said of Jesus: “this is my Son”

  •   To be God, He would have to have the power to defeat death.
The most compelling prophecy fulfilled and miracle performed: Jesus’ r                           .  
  •   Luke 9:22 “The Son of Man must suffer many things and be rejected by the elders, 

chief priests and teachers of the law, and he must be killed and on the third day be 

raised to life."

Conclusion: The choice before each one of us to accept or reject the testimony of Jesus. 

  •   John 3:18  “Whoever believes in him is not condemned, but whoever does not 

believe stands condemned already because he has not believed in the name of 

God's one and only Son.”

 

  •   You can accept or reject the testimony of Jesus Christ, but you can’t deny it.
