The Right Side of the Boat

And He said to them, “Cast the net on the right side of the boat, and you will find some.”  So they cast, and now they were not able to draw it in because of the multitude of fish.  John 21:6

This is quite the fishing story!  They caught 153 fish from the right side!
Some lessons we can take home from this passage of Scripture:

Lesson One: It isn’t all about ‘career’.  It’s about Lordship.

· Matthew 6:33 – “But seek first the kingdom of God and His righteousness, and all these things shall be added to you.”

Lesson Two: God will sometimes singularly bless a career with material success – at His discretion.

· Deuteronomy 8:18 – “And you shall remember the LORD your God, for it is He Who gives you power to get wealth, that He may establish His covenant which He swore to your fathers, as it is this day.”

Lesson Three: God is always one step ahead of us.

· Jesus had the fish and bread on coals before the disciples got to shore ….

· Deuteronomy 31:8 – “And the LORD, He is the One Who goes before you.  He will be with you, He will not leave you nor forsake you; do not fear nor be dismayed.”
Lesson Four: No matter what your career is, God wants you involved in winning and building people for Christ.

· Jesus told Peter:

· ‘Feed My lambs’ … (Gr.: ‘bosko’) …

· ‘Tend My sheep’ … (Gr.: ‘poimaino’) – ‘shepherd’ …

· ‘Feed My sheep’ … (Gr.: ‘bosko’) …

· Colossians 1:28 – Him we preach, warning every man and teaching every man in all wisdom, that we may present every man perfect in Christ Jesus.
Lesson Five: The burning question for each of us this: “Do you love Me more than these?”

· Our love for God and service to His people must transcend other pursuits.

· John 21:15 – So when they had eaten breakfast, Jesus said to Simon Peter, “Simon, son of Jonah, do you love Me more than these?  He said to Him, “Yes, Lord; You know that I love You.”  He said to him, “Feed My lambs.”
