Truths of the Sacred Trust: 2Tim 4:1-16

1. Vs. 1-6; He must be vigilant in his understanding of God and His Word.  “a good 

    minister of Christ Jesus, brought up in the truths of the faith.”

· Truth of God’s word is under never ending assault. Jude 1:4 

· He must be a guardian of the truth.  Matthew 5:13 & 2Timothy 4:2-4 
2. Vs. 7-12; He must be diligent in his knowledge of God and his walk with God. “train 

    yourself to be godly…but set an example for the believers”

· Daily training and equipping and desire for spiritual growth. 2Peter 1:5-7  

·  Desire to check every thought & deed against Biblical doctrine. 2Cor 10:5 

· 1Corinthians 11:1 No better teacher or witness than by example. 1Peter 5:2-3 

3. Vs. 13-14: He must be devoted to the Word of God. “devote yourself to the public 

    reading of Scripture”

· 1Timothy 3:5 His must be “able to teach” with skill and accuracy. 

· But live with an ever deepening command of scripture – to know truth and be well grounded in understanding the promises and power of God’s Word. Hebrews 4:12; 

4. Vs. 15-16: He must be persistent in his pursuit of God. “be diligent in these matters…” 

    watch your life and doctrine closely, persevere in them” 

· Hebrews 12:1-2 “run with perseverance the race marked out for us”  
· Able to endure the test of time: won’t quit; give up or give in. 2Timothy 4:7  

· His call is “be prepared in season and out of season.” 

2Timothy 4:2 “Preach the Word; be prepared in season and out of season; correct, rebuke 
and encourage – with great patience and careful instruction.”
